	This document maps out the progression of skills from Autumn 1 to Summer 2 for each area of learning - prime and specific. It is linked to our EYFS Long term curriculum plan. At Yeoford we recognise that learning is not always linear, and children learn at different rates and in different ways. Each area of development is implemented through planned, purposeful play and a mix of adult and child led activities. Staff respond to each child’s needs and interests, guiding their development through warm, positive relationships to move their learning forward. We believe all children can succeed and ensure that our teaching is adaptive to the needs of all pupils.
